CAR PARKING will be tight so carshare or use public transport or park in the village and walk to registration.

The Train station is a 20 minute warm up/ jog to the registration.

PLEASE NOTE:

The Sports Club carpark and later parts of the race including the last rough track operates a STRICT NO DOGS policy. If you bring a dog with you, you will have to park elsewhere and not enter the sports field or the private land except on the formal recognised rights of way. 
REGISTRATION
Registration is based at the Bradwell Sports Club pavilion and for pre-entries, will be self-service. You can collect your race number from 18.30 onwards.

IMPORTANT – The public road will not be closed to traffic, and there will be pedestrians on the pavements. Please take great care whilst using the road through the village.

If you drop out for whatever reason you MUST report to the finish to inform the race team.

Prize-giving will be at 20.30.
